Deadline to file for stimulus

A cup of Bearclaw coffee for a nickel cre­
ated a media circus Thesday when it attract­
ed a crowd ofcoffee lovers looking for a new 
place in downto,vn Detroit to get their fa­
vorite brew in a city with diminishing op­
tions. 

The Bearclaw Coffee Co. of Dexter set up 
its mobile coffee unit, a big orange van, near 
the Fort Shelby Doubletree Guest Suites, its 
future home. The long-vacant hotel is un­
dergoing a $90 millionrenovation and is ex­
pected to open Dec. 15. 

Bearclaw's debut comes as the chances of 
finding acup ofhot coffee downtown has be­
come more difficult since Starbucks recent­
ly closed two of its Detroit outlets. 

"It's like, my God, where do you go 
around here?" said DaniellaMartin, 37, who 
used to go to the Staibucks drive-through 

across from Belle Isle. She got plenty ofsug­
gestions from others in line: The Rowland 
Cafe in the Guardian Building, Starbucks in 
the Renaissance Center and another Star­
bucks at the MGM Grand Casino. 

Once open, the Fort Shelby Doubletree 
on Lafayette Boulevard between First and 
Second streets wiJl have 203 rooms, a Film & 
Porter restaurant and sushi bar, a cocktail 
bar, 21,000 square feet of conference space 
and 56 upscale apartments. 

Mavis Featherstone, 54, who was stand­
ing in a line that was sometimes 20 people 
deep, said she was pleased \'lith her first-ev­
er cup of Bearclaw coffee. 

"They always going to be a nickel?" she 
asked. 

No, it was a promotional price.

I
t's still not too late to get stim­
ulated - economically, that is. 

Midnight tonight is the dead­
line for an estimated 4.3 million 
U.S. citizens to file for their cut of 
$1.3 billion in unclaimed economic 
stimulus payments approved by 
Congress in February to boost our 
ailing economy. 

But even ifyou miss out today 
you still can claim the payment on 

your 2009 return and get a tax 
credit - but not a check. 

"It's called the recovel"'J rebate, 
so you canfile for it as a credit;' said 
Luis Garcia, Detroit spokesmanfor 
the Internal Revenue Service. "But 
ifyou want it in cash, you're going 
to have to file today:' 

Meanwhile, the IRS also says 
that delayed stimulus payments are 
on their way to about a quarter of a 
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
